First Science from 
AstroGrid

UK astronomers, working within 
a European team have used the 
Astrophysical Virtual Observatory 
(AVO) to ý nd 30 supermassive black 
holes that had previously escaped 
detection behind masking dust clouds. 

The result suggests that astronomers 
may have underestimated the number 
of powerful supermassive black holes 
by as much as a factor of ý ve. An 
unprecedented team effort by the 
largest telescopes in the world made 
this discovery possible. The majority of 
the sources are so faint that detecting 
them was only made possible for the 
researchers by working with images 
and catalogues from many different 
sources.
